Synopsis:  The Bible is composed of 66 books.  There are 39 books in the Old Testament and 27 books in the New Testament.

Burden to impart:  To help the children be familiar with the sequence of books in the Old Testament.

Memory:   Memorize the 39 books of the Old Testament

Facts to teach:

1. The Old Testament contains 39 books. 

2. The long and short of it (Fun Trivia Facts)

· The longest chapter in the Bible is Psalm 119

· The shortest chapter is Psalm 117 with 2 verses
· The longest verse is Esther 8:9 (90 words)

· The shortest verse in the Old Testament is 1 Chronicles 1:25 (3 words-names)

· The longest book is Psalms (150 chapters)

· The shortest book in the Old Testament is Obadiah (21 verses) 

3. The Bible is the #1 “best seller”

· Has been translated into more languages than any other book.

4. The Bible is a most precious gift of God for man.

5. Brief history of how the Bible came about

· Speaking of God to many godly men for nearly 2,500 years.

· Moses then took the lead to write down God’s revelations. He is also the author of the first five books of the OT.

· Was written by more than 40 men over a period of 1,600 years. It was tested by being read and experienced by God’s people for over one thousand years. This is how the final 66 books were canonized to be the Word of God.
· The Bible was locked up shortly therefore and many faithful believers were put to death for having the Bible in their possession.

· 1,000 years later, Martin Luther liberated the Bible and made it available again.

· Since then, through extensive study and research, the Bible is now fully opened to us.
